Static Author Bio

We would like to have a static bio for each author—non-specific to an individual book—that can be used for promotional materials, catalogs, signings, bookmarks, etc. This bio would not be used for your books (unless you wanted it to be), because each time a new book is accepted, we will continue to expect the “Author Project Form” from our authors, which encourages a book-specific bio for each publication (you will receive this form if your manuscript is accepted).

What we would like each author to send us is a short bio that has information that cannot change (for example, it won’t include how many children or grandchildren an author has, names of spouses, a complete title list or the exact number of published books, current career or Church calling information, where an author currently lives, or specific details about a certain book). 
What we would like it to include are interesting facts that relate to an author’s book-writing career. For instance, if an author writes historical novels about India, it would be interesting to know that their degree is in that field and/or that they were an ambassador there for ten years, or if an author writes spy novels that take place all over the world, it would be interesting to know which countries the author has lived in or how they do research, etc. Past career experience would be relevant if such had something to do with the author’s genre or the expertise required to write in that genre, and any writing awards received would be appropriate to list. Brief statements regarding issues unrelated to writing, for example, expressing the author’s feelings for their family, or a note on hobbies, are also acceptable. Please let us know if you have any questions. 

We’ve included a couple examples of an ideal static bio:

Robb White was born in the Philippine Islands, where his father was a missionary. After resigning his commission in the Navy, Mr. White began his adventurous wanderings which have taken him around the world. He has written many short stories and books, including The Survivor, Silent Ship, Silent Sea, Up Periscope, and Our Virgin Islands.

Anna Seghers was born in Mainz, Germany, in 1900. She won the Kleist Prize in 1928 for The Revolt of the Fishermen of Santa Barbara, and gained international fame with The Seventh Cross (1942) and Transit (1944). A leading anti-Fascist author, Seghers wrote her most significant works while exiled in France and Mexico. After World War II she returned to East Germany, where she died in 1983.
